Remember that the Amateur II division is for beginners only

and once you have played in a couple of tournaments we need you to

move into the Amateur I so everyone can have a chance to win at his

or her first tournament. As more people get involved in Amateur I
division the more places that get more and better prizes. Also
wouldn't you like to know that there is a division that you can bring
out a friend who has never played in a tournament and know that he

or she has a chance of going home with something. That's the kind
of thing that will get people to come back.

Exploring the Birthplace of Disc
Golf

After 80 miles in two and one-half days
my arm was not what hurt. The courses though
not arm-burners, are tests of accuracy and some-
times interesting fortitude. I was staying in Sac-
ramento, the state capitol, but not a very big
town. The first course I visited was Woodland,
in a city park with only two holes of reasonable
length. The next day I trekked the 11 miles to
Lakeport and Ukiah. This area is very isolated
and required a three hour drive of twisting
mountain roads which had no guard rails. Lake-

port was the home of Steady Ed, and is set in rolling hills and the
ultimate in trees and various vegetation. This vegetation made for
some tough window shots. Several holes were flat but forced you to
throw high over twenty foot tall trees about 150 ft. in front of the
tee. Trees on either side prevented you from throwing anything but
a straight shot. There were dozens of dirt tees everywhere allowing
for hundreds of hole variations using eighteen baskets. Next was a
Mexican lunch in Ukiah then off to the course. The course is in a

beautiful mountain park. Again, many trees and fairly short but
with several holes that required a good crank. Plenty of elevation
change and the danger of rolling or flying off the ridge to a lie 500
ft. away and 150 ft. down! On the final day I traveled to five other
courses. Three are in town while the other two I went to were not,
including a new course about 10 miles northeast in the mountains
near Taho National Forest. Grass Valley was the first stop taking
over an hour to figure out that the entrance had no sign or mailbox
even though there was a ball golf country club there too. Drive
down the pine needle covered road inside a cloud just below the
snowline, and get set for 5420 ft. of Disc Golf paradise. Similar to
the Rico, Georgia course with well tree-lined fairways. Getting
back toward civilization, the next stop was Auburn with beautiful
well designed holes. I played with plenty of friendly locals from
here on out. Then back to Sacramento, to the neighborhood of Car-
micheal where two object courses receive very heavy play. The
courses are not seen from the main roads, because they are tucked
behind nice houses deep in the subdivision. One was nine holes,
but "little Africa" was well worth the trip. Most of the course was
tightly wooded with great holes including several that were long and
almost wide open due to the amount of clearing inside this jungle.
The scenery provided by the plants that were growing all around al-
most made up for the lack of real poleholes. The final stop was the
world class Orange Valley course which included many different
types of holes. In general the wind factor was a steady 10 mph
breeze as opposed to gusty conditions. Most people were not only
aware of Disc Golf but knew they were living in its birthplace.
