Walsh Wedding in
Wisconsin

Recently, Claus and I went to Bill and Julie Walsh's wedding
in Wisconsin and were able to hit a few courses along the way. We
will rank them in the order of favorite to least favorite:

1. Anna Page Park in Rockford, IL. Beautiful course with
fair fairways and rough. Has well manicured grass and nice hills. A

few too many blind holes with SERIOUS hooks. The best hole is
#7 with a stand of four trees (I call them "the 4 trees of the Apoca-
lypse") guarding a downhill shot that seems to require a roller to hug
one forest and curve to the right around a second forest. We could
have played that hole forever. Has an interesting toboggan run near
#15. Grade: A ;

2. Plamann Park in Appleton, WI. We got lucky to hit the
course a few days after they took it out of winter hibernation. Course
has really neat elevation changes, is well maintained, and is without
severe rough. May have a few too many open holes. Hole #14 at
380 feet with the basket 70 feet downhill and a creek behind is
quite a hole. Grade: B+/A-

3. Murdoch Park in Lafayette, IN. This course had only 9

baskets but two tees per basket, allowing it to play like 18. It is ina
hilly section with lots of big trees and no real rough but the valley
could get swampy. The basket for #1 was broken and it didn't look
like they maintain the park too well. If you are in the area and have
an hour, you might want to try it. Grade: C+/B-

4. Riverside Park in Hammond, IL. Looking at our course di-
rectory, this was the one we found although suspect they have a bet-
ter course. Course had many overlapping fairways but had a few
interesting tunnel shots. I doubt we play it again in the future. Bas-
kets are all painted white and are the quietest baskets you'll ever
putt into. Grade: C+

5. O'Hauser Park in Menasha, WI. We found out about this
course in the Fox Cities tourist guide, which was rather neat. Course
had many overlapping fairways, some crazy shots, and not a lot of
distance. One contrived shot was the 160 ft. S-curve. Without the
gusting wind, course would not have been very challenging. Grade:
D

6. Illini Meadows in Urbana, IL. This is a littie nine hole
course in a very green park. Had nice old trees and no rough, but
was without many interesting shots and was pretty short. Fairways
overlapped some. Looks like there is enough land to redesign with
better holes. Grade: D

Dayton Courses

What can you do this weekend if your tired of the Cincinnati

courses, and you don't want to drive 4-6 hours for a few rounds? Try

one of these courses just up I-75 in Dayton (don't worry I-75 is not

under construction in Dayton!). Both courses are worth the trip (just

ask Dan) and will help you round out your game.

Kettering
This course requires a variety of shots. It is laid out on very

flat ground with a lake that comes into play on three holes. There is

everything from long open holes like #18 to short ridiculously tight

holes like #12 (use an old disc on this one!). The front nine seems a

little right-handed while the back nine almost balances it out so that

there is no advantage for throwing with the wrong hand. The mix of
accuracy and distance makes this course a good practice course for

those who tend to play the same course all the time. Holes like #17

where you need to be able to throw without worrying about the lake

build up your confidence. You may need your whole bag for this

course.

Belmont
This is a beautiful course that is set among rolling hills and

large Oaks, Maples, etc. I say large because these trees are big

enough that you can shoot around the trunks of the trees and you are

usually in the shade on a hot summer day. This course is also long

with the hills playing an important role in how you throw the hole.

There is no water to worry about, but there is still some OB's in the

form of parking lots, roads, and private yards that come into play.

Hole #15 is one to look forward to. You tee off on an elevated tee to

a baske: about 535 ft. away (don't worry the first 450 i. is open)! I
know everyone doesn't get excited over a long hole like I do, so look

forward to #18, which is a big downhill hole that will make you feel

like a power thrower when you reach it (and it is just made for you

righties).
