The Austin MDS#1 on Sunday, July 5th kicks
off our first Minnesota Doubles Series. Doubles
may be even more fun than individual competi-
tion but it’s sometimes more frustrating. Partners
plot strategy to take advantage of their strengths
and try to minimize any weaknesses.

Each event will include three types of doubles:
Best Disc, Tough Shot and Best Shot. In Best
Disc, each partner plays a hole individually. The
team’s score on a hole is the lowest score either
partner shoots on that hole.

In Tough Shot, each partner tees off. Then,
the opposing team in your group decides which of
your two shots is worse. Both you and your
partner make your next throw from this lie. Your
opponents continue to choose your worst lie after
both of your throws until eventually one of you
throws into the basket (or target). Once one

player on a team is in the basket, the hole is
completed, even if his/her partner misses the
same shot. Of course, you and your partner also
get the fun of choosing the worst throw of the
opposing team(s) in your group.

In Best Shot, each partner tees off. Each team
in the group selects the best lie of its two throws.
Both partners throw from this best lie. This
process continues until the hole is completed by
either partner. (continued on p.15)
